COMING SOON! 
  

¶ The twenty year lease on Spens Field and 
Woodyard Car Park will finally be agreed   
between Rotherham MBC and Harthill with 
Woodall Parish Council and signed in       
February 2010. 

¶ As a consequence of the lease agreement 
the Parish Council has arranged for the 
Woodyard Car Park to be resurfaced. Work 
will be undertaken by RMBC Streetpride and 
is scheduled to commence on 8 February. 

¶ Work to improve drainage at the Woodall 
Lane Play area should be completed before 
the end of February. 

¶ There is also a joint project between RMBC 
and the Parish Council to improve drainage 
on the eastern side of the reservoir path. 

¶ We should also have three new grit bins (and 
a large supply of grit) in place by the end of 
February. These were planned for December 
2009 but were held up by legal and health 
and safety concerns raised by Rotherham 
Borough Council. The new grit bins will be 
situated at the junctions of Northlands / Hard 
Lane, Serlby Lane / Union Street and Cres-
cent / Winney Hill.

Our Village Hall is in need of a 

complete refurbishment to bring it 

up to modern day standards of 

heating, lighting and insulation. A 

new kitchen is also required plus 

probable rewiring. 

 

To this end the Village Hall Manage-

ment Committee has been working 

closely with the Parish Council to 

decide the best way forward. 

 

The present structure of the         

Management Committee would   

preclude it from applying for funding 

for the work and the Parish Council 

is prevented from applying for fund-

ing in most cases due to its statutory 

position. 

 

It has been indentified therefore that 

the Management Committee needs to 

become a Registered Charity, com-

pletely separate from the Parish 

Council, with a long term commer-

cial lease on the Village Hall. This 

would give the Management Com-

mittee the opportunity to apply for 

funding in its own right. 

 

In order to form a Charitable Trust 

we need volunteers from all walks of 

life to become members. It is not 

onerous (currently 6 meetings a year) 

and there is no financial commitment. 

 

The Management Committee effec-

tively runs the Village Hall on a day 

to day basis, deciding on hire 

charges, conditions of hire, Caretaker 

responsibilities, legal requirements 

etc.

Obstructions have been noted and are being       
investigated and repaired. Improvement to signage 
is planned.
