What is your community doing for you?

Neighbourhood Watch aims to lower the local risk of break-in or theft, and anti-social behaviour. Members are committed to being good neighbours. They care about the village. They stay alert to what is happening round about. They report anything unusual or suspicious to the police, if it is urgent. 
You could do the same. 
Tell your neighbours about anything that’s bothering you. They probably have the same concerns. If you know your street co-ordinators, take the chance to chat to them. There are over 20 volunteers. Or simply contact any of the 3 people listed below.     
Isn’t it only fair you do the same as your neighbour’s doing for you?
It costs nothing to become a member of Neighbourhood Watch. Take a look at some of the FREE crime prevention and safety equipment you can get when you join.
· SmartWater kits from the Police Community Support Team, used for marking/ identity tracking your possessions such as jewellery, electrical goods, sentimental items, vehicles and even your livestock! 

· Window stickers, used to deter unwelcome callers.

· Carbon monoxide detection strips, protection against this “silent killer” gas.
· Smoke alarms, freely installed by the South Yorkshire Fire and Rescue Service.
· Fire risk assessment of your home, conducted by the South Yorkshire Fire and Rescue Service.
· Priority treatment during a power cut if you are aged over 60, disabled, seriously ill or you have other special needs.
You could also get a discount on your home contents insurance cover too!!

· set the direction, shape priorities and plans for action
· propose Community Payback projects, that use people on community sentences in ways the Parish wants

· say how to better utilise our 20+ street co-ordinators – a key role and resource
· select or re-elect officials - the Secretary post is vacant
