Each bottle contains a unique chemi-

cal „code‟ which is registered to you 

– conclusively proving ownership. It 

cannot be easily seen by the naked 

eye and is almost impossible to re-

move. The liquid glows under ultra-

violet light making it easy for the 

police to detect.  

 

By coding your valuables and dis-

playing the SmartWater deterrent 
signs, you are sending out a powerful 

warning to any thieves and burglars 

operating in your area.
