2. Chairman’s Report 2009/2010
Despite lengthy setbacks we now have a 20 year lease for Spens Field which will allow us greater certainty over future recreational developments on there. To some it may not seem a long lease but it secures the future for us to provide more facilities over time.

Dare I say the words “grit bins” within our Clerk’s hearing? After a real struggle on his part he finally managed to get Rotherham Metropolitan Borough Council to see sense, or some might say common sense. Now because of a change of RMBC policy any Parish or Town council in our area may provide additional bins. Probably warm winter to come but at least we will “be prepared”.

The sale of some Parish land has provided us with extra revenue which we intend to use to benefit the village. Indeed a start has been made with the resurfacing of the Woodall Lane car park and a contribution to the new play area. We hope to add more equipment to the area in the near future. 
Another project, in conjunction with RMBC and British Waterways, is drainage on the path at the junction of the first and second ponds on the Harthill side. It has been a bit of an obstacle to the round walk of the first pond.
A group of our Parish Councillors, friends and families, have done, as I understand, a very enjoyable and fruitful survey of our local footpaths. Fruitful because several problems relating to the paths have been dealt with by RMBC with the promise of further work to come. Over the coming months we hope to go into print with an up-to-date and informative footpath booklet to encourage more people to enjoy our lovely Parish.

Our other major project is to provide the Village Hall with up-to-date heating, lighting, kitchen and storage facilities. It is a hall to be proud of but needs a little TLC to make it economical to run. Keeping costs down helps keep charges down.

As you may have seen, a number of organisations have received donations from the council to help with their activities which are many and varied. Active Always are one such group and the Children’s Play Scheme, which was very well attended, is another. We will be supporting the play scheme again this year during the holidays. We must also thank Neighbourhood Watch for keeping an eye on the village as whole. A full list of grants made in 2009/10 is shown below
PACT is a little known organisation that is run by the Police and the community to report on and identify trouble spots. Each month areas are chosen to have extra patrols and response. One such area at the moment is Jacky’s Lane and the play area.

Our thanks go to Jim Ellam who is not only our handyman but also our technical officer and it is in the latter capacity that we need to thank him for the installation of the seats and bulbs on the pond path ably assisted by our Clerk, Les Wheatley and Cllr. Ian Lloyd.
It goes without saying that without Les’s input and determination a lot of items would still be on the proverbial back burner. He is that rare commodity - a Clerk who has the interest of the Parish at heart, not just the job - and for that I am sure we are all grateful.

Finally I would like to thank my fellow Councillors for their efforts and support over the last year. Without any formal qualification as yet I feel we already are a Quality Council.

3. Responsible Financial Officer’s (RFO) Report for 2009/2010

Income for the year was £110,564.60 which included £65,125 from sale of land. Expenditure for the year was £53,933.55. No grant funding was received during the year although direct funding of £30,000 was made by RMBC in respect of the play area refurbishment.   

The closing balance as at 31st March 2010 was £94,950.45
